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Sticky Note
Select the project that you want to share from your "My Projects" listing. 
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Sticky Note
Once in the project, you may share it with others by selecting "Share this Project" from the menubar at the left. 
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Sticky Note
Here you can see a listing of all the personnel that have access to this protocol. 
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Sticky Note
To share within the university, click "Share." Other options are also available, but sharing within our system is most common. 
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Sticky Note
Ignore the "Search for Organization" if you are sharing with someone from within the university.

Sticky Note
Click on University of Maryland College Park in this listing (it is the default selection). Then click on "Select Organization" in the white box below. 
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Sticky Note
Type in the name of the person you want to share with. 
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Sticky Note
Then, select the level of access you want to grant them. Dept. chairs, animal facility managers and grant admin personnel are typically granted "Write" access. Members of your lab who may be adding documents or information to the protocol should be granted "Full" access.  
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Sticky Note
Here you can see that I've added a person to my list of those who have access to the protocol. That person will see the protocol in their listing of "My Projects" when they login to IRBnet themselves. 
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
